Revelation Manifestations: The “Eyes & Ears” of the Church
God, by revelation, can make known to you His will.  The revelation manifestations begin where the Word of God ceases.  God expects you to study His Word (II Tim 2:15) and to know and apply (to the best of your ability) the revelation that He has already made available.  Remember, the Word of God is revelation.
In order to receive revelation, you have to believe that you are worthy and that God will speak directly to you.  Do not allow the Adversary to talk you out of the personal relationship that God wants to have with you.

WORD OF KNOWLEDGE

What It Is Not:
1. It is not human knowledge highly developed.

      Human knowledge comes by way of the five senses.

      Revelation knowledge comes from God by the spirit.
      Col 4:14  Luke was a physician, trained sense-knowledge wise, but also operated revelation

      Luke 5:4-7  Peter was a fisherman, but Jesus Christ told them by revelation where to cast

      Mark 6:3  Jesus Christ was a trained carpenter
2. It is not psychology, psychiatry, or psychosomatics or any other natural knowledge field. These are sciences any natural man can develop and know.

3. It is not the manifestation of knowledge.

4. It is not a knowledge of God or His Word. This comes by study, learning, and application of self.

5. It is not guessing or imagination.

6. It is not the currently popular usage of ESP, fortune-telling, parapsychology, or psychocybernetics.

7. It is not inspiration (enthusiastic believing). Interpretation of tongues and prophecy are operated by way of inspira​tion (in-spirit action). You do not get guidance, information, or revela​tion, by way of interpretation of tongues and prophecy.

8. It is not your analysis of a situation—you ascertain this by word of knowledge.

What It Is:

The manifestation of word of knowledge is your operation of the God-given ability whereby you may receive from God, by His revealing it to you, certain truths or facts concerning any situation about which it is humanly impossible for you by your five senses to know anything.

· God does not reveal all His knowledge to us, but a word, a part, just a bit, according to the believing we have to receive and God’s desire to reveal. Deuteronomy 29:29: “The secret things belong unto the Lord our God: but those things which are revealed belong unto us and to our children for ever, that we may do all the words of this law.”

· Four basics to receiving revelation are:

1. Study God’s Word.

2. Speak in tongues much.

3. Interpret and prophesy boldly in believers’ meetings.

4. Walk in fellowship and alignment and harmony with God.

God has covered every situation for you (1) by His Word or (2) by the revela​tion manifestations.
WORD OF WISDOM

What It Is Not:

1.
It is not spiritual insight.

2.
It is not wisdom acquired by the five senses.

3.
It is not natural wisdom stemming from experience as the best teacher.

4.
It is not wisdom of the world—not earthly or sensual or devilish. James 3:13-17.

It is not wisdom of the Word of God.

It is not your analysis of what to do about a situation.

What It Is:

The manifestation of word of wisdom is your operation of the God-given ability whereby you may receive from God, by His revealing it to you, what to do about a given situation once you have ascertained the truths or facts concerning the situation.

It is the manifestation of word of knowledge applied.

It is the companion manifestation to word of knowledge.


•
It is the supernatural solution in the natural realm to a given situation.
 •
It is the how, when, where, and what to do about the situation after you know the truths or facts concerning it.
DISCERNING OF SPIRITS

What It Is Not:

1.
It is not the gift of discernment (acuteness in judgment).

2.
It is not imagination, guessing, daydreaming or fantasizing.  It is also not getting guidance in your dreams while you are asleep.
If  God ever gave you revelation while you were sleeping it would be phenomena, that which goes beyond what the written Word guarantees.  The basic pattern of revelation is your day by day walk acknowledging God (while you’re conscious).

People think that a lot of people in the Bible got revelation while they were asleep or dreaming.  It’s misinterpretation.  Most of the time when you read the word “dream” or “trance” it means “vision”.  God showed them a picture.  They were not asleep; they were wide awake.

There are records where men were actually sleeping and God showed them something, but you certainly don’t base your life on it.  Gen 28:10-16
3. It is not discerning of faults.
You don’t need a manifestation to do that.  By their fruits ye shall know them 

(Mat 7:16).  Sometimes, properly or improperly, people’s faults are easy to observe.
Remember, it is love that activates the believing (Gal 5:6) that allows God to produce the effects of the manifestations in our lives.  You’re never going to operate the manifestation of discerning of spirits if you don’t have great love of God and manifest His love to people.  The love of God does not take advantage of people’s failures and shortcomings to further itself (I Cor 13:6).
You cannot enjoy people’s failures, shortcomings, etc.  If they do have a devil spirit and God tells you about it, you never rejoice in that.  The only thing you rejoice in is that you would get a green light to help them get delivered.

4.
It is not fortune-telling. But, it may tell you what spirit is in the fortune-teller.

5.
It is not the currently popular usage of ESP, fortune-telling, parapsychology, or psychocybernetics.

6.
It is not spiritism, Christian Science, or any other ‘‘ism.’’

7.
It is not the casting out of devils.  That requires the manifestation of believing and the working of a miracle, and healing in many cases.  That’s in the impartation category.
What It Is:

The manifestation of discerning of spirits is your operation of the God-given ability whereby you may receive from God, by His revealing it to you, the necessary informa​tion concerning the presence or non-presence of spirits, and the identity of spirits pre​sent, and if evil, whether you may cast them out.

It is the manifestation of the discerning of spirits (plural).

•
It is revealed to you so as to make you aware of the conditions prevalent.

•
It is to discern, detect, be made aware of their presence and to determine their identity, whether they are the spirits of the Devil [diabolos] or the holy spirit or spirit of man (Ecclesiastes 3:21), and if they are evil, whether they may be cast out.
Discern – to separate throughout, make a distinction (judge-spiritually)

Phenomena
At times in your life and throughout the Word, God does very special things to communicate in unique ways to people.  These special experiences are to bless or to especially get the attention of that individual involved or that group of people.  Phenomena always goes beyond that which the written Word guarantees.  Phenomena is in the category of revelation; it is a special revelation done by God’s prerogative.

The most logical explanation of angels is that it’s phenomena, because the written Word does not promise, guarantee, or require for you and me to have angels make appearances, give us guidance, give us direction, or give us strength.  Remember, Col 2:9 tells us that we are completely complete.  Therefore, if God chooses to utilize an angel, that’s His business.

In nearly all of the records of deliverance, teaching and preaching preceded the manifestation of holy spirit.  Your primary objective is to preach the Word (II Tim 4:2) and to speak the truth in love (Eph 4:15) by proclaiming God’s goodness and the availability of deliverance.  Then, you will have plenty of opportunity to manifest God’s power as people believe.  Remember, you don’t go looking for people to cast out devils from (or heal); you speak the Word and let God work in you to will and to do of His good pleasure (Phil 2:13).  Not to worry, there will be plenty of action because the harvest is still plenteous and the laborers are still few (Matt 9:37)!  You just decide to make a Godly difference and God will supply those in need.
Most of the records of casting out devil spirits fall into two categories.

1. After hearing God’s Word on deliverance, those who needed deliverance from devil spirit possession responded with desire and expectation and came to (or were brought to) the healer to have the devil(s) cast out.  In this case, the individual requiring deliverance and the person performing the healing/casting must believe sufficiently to receive.

2. Sometimes a devil spirit may disturb you or prevent you from doing what you need to do in your daily living.  Then, if given the “green light” (revelation) by the Father, you will cast out the devil spirit by the authority that is in you.  In this case, revelation and your believing are what’s required.

It is not dead faith. James 2:26; Romans 12:3.

    12.
It is not performing of miracles. (The manifestation of believing ceases when the result is manifested.)

What It Is:

The manifestation of believing is your operation of the God-given ability whereby you may believe to bring to pass the impossible at your command, according to what God has revealed to you by word of knowledge, word of wisdom, and discerning of spirits. It also inspires believing in others.

•
It is special renewed-mind believing according to the revelation of word of knowledge, word of wisdom, and discerning of spirits. It is for the deliverance of believers. It is for signs, miracles, and wonders that cause the unbeliever to believe. It is the knowing awareness within you that at your command it will come to pass.

•
The manifestation of believing in operation is believing for miracles before they are manifested. (The manifestation of miracles in operation works miracles.)

BIBLICAL ILLUSTRATIONS OF BELIEVING

Results follow in all instances where the manifestation of believing is in action.

Compare Mark 11:12-24 with I Corinthians 13:2, establishing the manifestation of believing.

Key:
Believe God (Mark 11:22)—revelation manifestations.


You say it (verse 23)—manifestation of believing.

It comes to pass (verse 23). Job 22:28.

Revelation manifestations precede the manifestation of believing.

WORKINGS OF MIRACLES

What It Is Not:

1.
It is not a miracle of nature as commonly implied.

2.
It is not the so-called “miracle of science,” which is natural ability.

3.
It is not any ability developed by the application of the human mind.

4.
It is not the so-called “miracles” produced by devil spirit power.

What It Is:

The manifestation of workings of miracles is your operation of the God-given ability whereby you may, in the name of Jesus Christ, by the manifestation of believing, bring to pass miracles according to what God has revealed to you by word of knowledge, word of wisdom, and discerning of spirits.

•
It is a higher law than the natural law in application and operation. It is an instantaneous, supernatural manifestation in the realm of the natural—not contrary to the natural law, but above, higher than natural law. It is a spiritual law.

•
It is our taking the place of Jesus Christ here upon earth. Mark 5:30; John 14:12; Luke 6:19; 8:46.

•
It is this manifestation that makes you more than a conqueror in your walk.

•
It is to glorify God. Matthew 9:1-8.

It is not psychology or psychiatry.

It is not Christian Science.

It is not psychosomatics, psychocybernetics, parapsychology, Scientology, or hypnosis.

5.
It is not psychic surgery.

6. It is not Satan or the Devil who ever provides genuine healing.


7.
It is not always a miracle.
What It Is:

The manifestation of gifts of healings is your operation of the God-given ability whereby you may in the name of Jesus Christ, by the manifestation of believing, bring to pass healing according to what God has revealed to you by word of knowledge, word of wisdom, and discerning of spirits.

•
Gifts of Healing: healed of same illness two different times.

Gifts of Healings: healed of two different illnesses.

•
It is our taking the place of Jesus Christ here upon earth. Mark 5:30; Luke 6:19; 8:46.

•
It is the manifestation which proves God’s ability and willingness to forgive sins.  Mark 2:3-5,9-11.

•
It confirms Christ’s resurrection. Acts 3:15,16; Hebrews 13:8.

•
It confirms the Word as spoken. Mark 16:20.

•
It builds believing for salvation. John 6:2.

•
It blesses God’s people and glorifies God’s name. Mark 2:12; Matthew 15:31.

•
It is for all. I Peter 2:24; Matthew 8:16,17; 10:1; Hebrews 7:25.

Many people act as if God either did not mean what He said in His Word or did not know enough to say or have said what He meant. Some people talk about sickness and disease as if God were the author of them. Some suggest that sickness and disease are to keep us humble before God. There was no sickness or disease before sin was manifested; therefore, sin came with the Devil. Man’s acceptance of the Devil’s lie brought sickness and disease into evidence. Those who talk about graciously, humbly, and happily accepting your sickness and disease as “of God,” and who suggest “suffering your way to heaven,” are gratified only as long as it is you who are sick, and not they.

If it were God’s will not to heal, He would have to revamp His entire kingdom and redesign the human body—for the basic nature of the human body is always to heal itself when the cause is removed, and many times in spite of the cause (splinter, tuber​culosis).

Teach healing when people are healthy; be loving, tender, and understanding when peo​ple are sick. John 3:6; Matthew 26:41.

For deliverance go to God first, then a brother or sister in Christ, then third aid. II Chronicles 16:12,13.

God’s will is deliverance. Matthew 8:16,17.

Jesus Christ gave his disciples power. Matthew 10:1. We have that power of attorney.

Sickness is death in part or in whole. Healing is life in part or in whole as the need re​quires

HEALING DEFINED

According to Matthew 10:8 Jesus Christ called upon the apostles and disciples to “heal the sick.” If we are to fulfill our mission, we must have a proper concept of healing. We need to know what healing is and what it means.

1.
To heal means to restore to health.

a.
No cause to remove. Must have had health at one time or it could not be restored. Implies health has been lost, robbed by the Adversary. Rules out cripple at Temple gate Beautiful who was lame from his mother’s womb, or man blind from birth in John 9. It implies progression of recovery. (This may take time.) Mark 16:18.

b.
Jesus healed all? (Who did it?) Compare Luke 4:38-40; John 5:5-11; Mat​thew 28:20; Luke 9:2.

c.
Check Matthew 12:13; Mark 3:5; 8:25; Luke 6:6-11.

d.
Paul had known sight before. No cause to remove—just the need to restore sight. Acts 9:17.

2.
To heal is to cure.

a.
To restore by way of removing the cause. When the cause is removed, the symptoms disappear (e.g., splinter in finger). Sets free from the condition causing the trouble. Sets at liberty. Luke 4:18.

b.
Jesus Christ did cures. Matthew 17:16,18; Mark 9:17-29; 3:10-12; Luke 7:21; John 5:10.

c.
Your commissioning includes doing cures. Luke 9:1.

d.
Casting out devils is the doing of cures. Luke 13:31,32.

3.
To heal is to make sound or whole.

a.
Emphasis on the word “make.”…Such as I have give I thee…”

Acts 3:6—received perfect soundness, Acts 3:16.

b.
Man was made whole. Acts 4:10-12. Physical healing is one phase of wholeness—it’s temporary. Getting born again is the all-important phase—it’s eternal.

c.
Sound mind. II Timothy 1:6,7.

d.
To bring into existence that which was not; to put a part in. (A doctor can do it—surely God can.)

4.
To heal is to reconcile.

Bring back together that which has been severed, separated, or moved apart. To make into perfect oneness. John 18:7-11; Luke 22:49-51.

In healing, we ascertain the cause— never diagnose it. Doctors diagnose.

The nature of the body is to heal, if and when the cause is removed.

Several manifestations of the spirit must be exercised even for the healing of one thing.

How to Heal

And Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues

In nearly all of the records of deliverance, teaching and preaching preceded the manifestation of holy spirit.  Your primary objective is to preach the Word (II Tim 4:2) and to speak the truth in love (Eph 4:15) by proclaiming God’s goodness and the availability of deliverance.  Then, you will have plenty of opportunity to manifest God’s power as people believe.  Remember, you don’t go looking for people to cast out devils from (or heal); you speak the Word and let God work in you to will and to do of His good pleasure (Phil 2:13).  Not to worry, there will be plenty of action because the harvest is still plenteous and the laborers are still few (Matt 9:37)!  You just decide to make a Godly difference and God will supply those in need.

1. Speak the truth concerning healing to those that are in need  Rom 10:17

2. The recipient of the healing must strongly desire and believe to receive the healing.  Therefore, they usually go to (or are brought to) the healer to be healed.

Three notable exceptions of individual’s believing:

a. Children – typically requires the believing of a parent or parents

b. Mentally incompetent

c. The dead – dead people cannot believe anything  Ecc 9:10

3. God has given you the ability and authority to heal.  Just do it!  Matt 10:8
4. We must believe that we can heal the sick and cast out devils; our believing is required also in order for the individual to receive healing.

5. Must operate the manifestation of believing and miracles and/or gifts of healing

Matt 8:1-4
